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Project Information

1. High Speed Rail Linked 3 Airports (Donmuang -
Suvarnabhumi - U-Tapao) is combined among
3 projects, which include Airport Rail Link
(Suvarnabhumi - Phaya Thai), Airport Rail Link
Extension (Phaya Thai - Don Muang) and
High Speed Rail Bangkok - Rayong. Due to the
fact that one of the key government’s policies is
to develop Eastern Economic Corridor (EEC),
including development of U-Tapao airport, the
government decides to combine 3 projects
together in order to seamlessly connect
3 airports and seamlessly connect between
Bangkok and the 3 provinces (Chacheongsao,
Chonburi and Rayong) in EEC area. High Speed
Rail Linked 3 Airports will be one of the key
infrastructures in EEC area.
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2. There are 2 types of business, which include

2.1 High Speed Rail Linked 3 Airports

(220 km; 15 stations)

Passing through 5 provinces namely Bangkok,
Samutprakarn, Chacheongsao, Chonburi and
Rayong.

2.2 Commercial development next to two High
Speed Rail stations, which are Makkasan and
Si Racha. The area for commercial development in
Makkasan is approximately 150 Rai (24 Hectares)
and in Si Racha around 25 Rai (4 Hectares). Both
are owned by the State Railways of Thailand (SRT).
The winning bidder is required to pay land rent to
SRT.

3. High Speed Rail Linked 3 Airports consists of
two types of rail operation sharing the same track,
which include

3.1 City Line is the urban mode of transport
between the Don Muang station and
Suvarnabhumi station. It will stop at 10 stations,
including Don Muang, Bang Sue, Phaya Thali,
Ratchaprarop, Makkasan, Ramkhamhaeng,
Hua Mak, Ban Thap Chang, Lat Krabang, and
Suvarnabhumi. The maximum operational speed of
City Line is 160 km/hour.

3.2 InterCity Line is the mode of transport
between cities. It will stop at 9 stations, including
Don Muang, Bang Sue, Makkasan, Suvarnabhumi,
Chacheongsao, Chonburi, Si Racha, Pattaya and
U-Tapao. The maximum operational speed of the
InterCity Line is 250 km/hour.

4. Ridership forecast of rail business

4.1 City Line’s ridership is expected to be
106,000 passengers per day in 2023 (or the first
year of operation) and is expected to increase to
162,000 passengers per day in 2043 (or 20 years
after the operation).

4.2 InterCity Line’s ridership is expected to be
41,000 passengers per day in 2023 and is
expected to increase to 72,000 passengers per
day in 2043 (or 20 years after the operation).

5. The project will request for proposal within
April 2018 and tenderers will be given
approximately 5 months to prepare the
documents.

6. The project owner of High Speed Rail Linked
3 Airports is the State Railways of Thailand (SRT).

7. Total construction and operation period are
50 years.
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
